IMPORTANT NOTE TO PARENTS OF HIGH SCHOOL RESOURCE ROOM STUDENTS: The Resource Room period during the school day is designed to help students sharpen their academic and study skills, review important material before tests and clarify any concepts a student is having trouble understanding. Though not a hard and fast rule, typical high school students should be expected to devote an hour to an hour and a half each night completing homework assignments and reviewing new material they were given that day. Students who have learning difficulties often need to go beyond that time commitment to keep up. It would be unrealistic to expect a sustained level of success in school from a student who chooses not to put in the time necessary to master the material presented to him/her in class. Please know that in addition to their subject area teachers, I am also available after school at 2:30 to help students with any homework assignments. Time spent with instructors after school would obviously count toward fulfilling the hour to hour and a half a day responsibility mentioned earlier.
