Rules for Spelling Sentences

*Do not begin your sentence with the word ‘I’.

*Each sentence:

· is numbered.

· begins on a new line.

· has a spelling word underlined in the sentence.

*Begin the first word of each sentence with a capital letter.

*End each sentence with an end mark (period, question mark, or exclamation point).

*Give your sentences power by adding adjectives/adverbs and other details.


Definitions:

adjective:  describes a noun (person, place, thing, animal)


examples:  green, hairy, beautiful, sharp, scary

adverb:  describes a verb (action word)

examples:  quickly, neatly, respectfully, loudly, colorfully

**The hairy dog ran quickly to get away from its     owner.

**JoJo’s beautiful bike has two shiny wheels.
