SERVICES

The most common speech difficulties are with articulation, or the correct production of sounds.  Students are also served who exhibit difficulties with fluency or voice.

Language difficulties fall into two categories: receptive and expressive.  Some common difficulties in receptive language surface as:




Difficulty following directions




Lack of attention




Poor memory




Problems with comprehension




Reading difficulties




Difficulty processing information

Some common expressive delays include:




Weak conversational skills




Poor word retrieval ability




Incorrect grammar usage




Poor writing skills

Many language difficulties, such as limited vocabulary and understanding and use of concepts, are exhibited in both receptive and expressive tasks.

SPEECH AND LANGUAGE IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM

Services are also available to students who are not identified but benefit from the additional practice of correct sound productions or specific language practice. These services are provided in group settings or as a “push-in” service.
