Curriculum: Advanced Sculpture

Meeting Time: Meets daily – Full year 
Course Description:

This Advanced Sculpture class is a one credit, Full year course, which meets daily. A prerequisite of studio art is required for entry into advanced sculpture. In this course students will build on knowledge previously learned in studio art and apply that knowledge to works of art in the third dimension. This advanced sculpture class gives an opportunity for those students who wish to develop their understanding of art in the third-dimension further. In Adv. Sculpture students will produce works of art using such mediums as: clay, wood, metal, construction paper, found objects, wire and plaster. A number of new art techniques will be introduced with each medium. In addition to producing three-dimensional works of art students will develop a greater understanding of well known artists and historical time periods within art.

    To be successful in this course you must be present everyday. There are daily demonstrations of art techniques, if you are absent you may be confused. You will receive a description form for each project, which includes: Vocabulary words and definitions, lesson goals and objectives, project criteria, how you will be graded on projects.

If you miss class you should make up the time after school. Mr. Hyatt will be available during activity period – Monday, Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday. If you are late three times without a pass you must make up the time after school, I will be counting.

Grading: Your quarter grade will be determined by averaging together project grades, quizzes and extra credit work. All projects will be graded using a Rubric grading system on: Creativity, Effort, Craftsmanship, and Neatness. 

Required Material: 2” Three ring Binder, a pencil and any material (within reason) the student would like to bring in to use in sculpture.
