Curriculum: Studio Art 2, 3, 4

Meeting Time: Meeting daily – full year

Course Description:
This studio art class is a one-credit full year course, which meets daily. A prerequisite of studio art is required for entry into Studio Art 2, 3, 4. In this course students will build on knowledge previously learned in studio art and apply that knowledge to more advanced two-dimensional works of art. This studio art class gives an opportunity for those students who wish to develop their understanding of two-dimensional art further. Some visual problems that students will be working on are Land, City, or Skyscapes; Fantasy; Narrative; Still-Life, Advertisement; Mixed Media; Portraiture; Large Detail Close-up; and at least one free choice. In studio art students will produce art works using a number of different media such as but not limited to: Oil, acrylic, and watercolor paints, colored pencils, pastels, and charcoal as well as using the computer programs Adobe Illustrator and PhotoShop. During this time, art historical periods and notable artists will be studied in reference to art projects presented. Slides and videos will be viewed to introduce art movements, styles, and artist. 

Grading: Your quarter grade will be determined by averaging together project grades, CTV Sketchbook and extra credit work. All projects will be graded using a Rubric Chart on such items as Creativity, Effort, Craftsmanship and Neatness. As well everyone will be doing one research project on a Historical Art Movement. Your final average will be determined by your four-quarter grades and end of the year portfolio. 

Required Materials: 9” x 12” Drawing Sketchbook, Drawing pencils 2B, 4B, 6B, If you would like to bring in a smock you may leave it in the art room.
