Assessment Guidelines 

Effort/Prepared–50 points:

45-50 pts. – 
Student gives maximum effort and is completely prepared (appropriate sneakers, shorts, 

T-shirts, or sweat suits) 90% of the time.

35-45 pts. – 
Student gives maximum effort and is completely prepared 70-90% of the time.

0-35 pts. – 
Student gives maximum effort and is completely prepared 70% or less of time.

(Note) A student’s maximum effort will vary by illness or injury.  Keep teacher informed. 

Knowledge –10 points:

7-10 pts.
Knowledge of rules, regulations, and strategies as demonstrated by a written test and/or actual game play with a 75% or higher success rate.

4-6 pts.
Knowledge of rules, regulations, and strategies as demonstrated by a written test and/or actual game play with a 50-75% success rate.

0-3 pts.
Knowledge of rules, regulations, and strategies as demonstrated by a written test and/or actual game play with a 50% or lower success rate. 

Skill Development –20 points:

15-20 pts.
Skill improved at an above average level in consideration to the individual student’s potential for learning or maintained a high level of skill.

8-14 pts.  
Skill and knowledge improved at an average level in consideration to the individual’s students potential for learning or stayed at a moderate level of skill. 

0-7 pts.  
Skill and knowledge stayed at a very low level in consideration to the individual student potential for learning.

Sportsmanship/Cooperation – 20 points:

Student is respectful to classmates, teachers,  and officials.  Student is positive in trying new activities and makes the learning environment enjoyable to everyone involved.  Only positive and appropriate comments allowed.
