a. to prove something you need evidence!

3. Explain relevance

4. Outside info

5. Info from doc

6. Explain relevance

7. Outside info

8. Concluding sentence

- Conclusion

1. Restatement of your theme

2. Connect to other historical events – what happens next?

3. Why is this event/time important?

Reminders: 

· A paragraph should never be less than 5 sentences

· Make sure you are citing your information

· Never use “document” in your essay

· Never refer to yourself or the reader in your essay
