Parent Tip: 


       Students have been working on identifying the topic, main idea and supporting details of what they read. This can be a difficult task. You can help your child when reading at home. Below are some strategies.


1) To find the topic, prompt your child with, “This paragraph/article is about_____.” They should use 1 or 2 words to complete the sentence. Remind them that the topic is often found in the title and/or first or last sentence. Ex.) ice cream sundaes


2) To identify the main idea, have your child remind themselves of what the topic was. Then have them ask themselves, “What does this paragraph tell me about the topic? Ex.)  What does this paragraph tell me about ice cream sundaes?” The answer to the question is the main idea. Ex.) Ice cream sundaes are made delicious by ingredients.


3) To find supporting details, have your child use the main idea and ask, “What specific information supports the main idea?  Ex.) Ice cream sundae ingredients include ice cream, sauce and toppings.
