             New York State Tests


Third graders will be taking the New York State Test upon our return from Spring Break. We have prepared for this test as a class and have discussed helpful tips for helping us succeed on “Game Day”. Below are some helpful tips for supporting your child at home. 


Make sure your child has plenty of sleep and a healthy breakfast.


Some students will be nervous. Listen to them to determine why they are nervous; there might be a simple solution. Also, reassure them that it is for them, their teachers and their parents to know what they’ve mastered and what the adults need to further help them with. All we ask is that they try their best, so that we have a truthful picture to know how to help them and what they’re ready to learn next!


Encourage them to think of it as “Game Day” and their teacher and parents as their coaches. Remind them that they have practiced for this and now it’s time to show all of the many wonderful things they’ve learned! Be positive and calm, if you are, they more likely will be.


Remind them that if their focus drifts, they can kindly remind themselves of their goal, to finish their test to the best of their ability. If they get frustrated or anxious, they can take deep breaths and give themselves positive self talk, such as, “I can do it.”, “I’m almost to the touchdown.” etc.
